The symposium was held aboard the Greek car ferry F/B Preveli that transported participants among the Greek and Turkish ports of Piraeus, Istanbul and Kusadasi from 20th to 27th September 1995 . The journey ended on Patmos, the small Aegean island to which St John had been banished from Ephesus and where, according to legend, while living in a hillside cave, he composed the Book of Revelation...
